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Inner Peace

Almost every day we face situations that cause stress,
anxieties, worries or unhappiness. Problems, conflicts,
demands, misunderstandings at work, at home or in
relationships, and lead to emotional and physical strain
or problems. A state of inner peace is a great blessing in
such and similar situations, and is important for dealing
effectively with them.

A young man approached his spiritual teacher and said, “I
am weary of my restless thoughts and worries. They do
not let me have one moment of rest. What can | do to
attain peace of mind?” The teacher smiled at him and
said, “Go to the close by river, sit on a rock, and for at
least one hour watch the fish swimming in the water.
After you do that come back to me.”

The young man was a bit confused, but he obeyed the
teacher’s instructions. He went to the nearby river, sat
on a rock and looked at the fish swimming in the water.
He watched them moving to and fro, swimming from one
place to another, never standing still.

“They are always on the move, they make my head spin!”
He said to himself. After sitting by the river for some time,
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a revelation suddenly flashed through his mind and he
shouted excitedly, “my mind and my thoughts are restless
too, exactly like the flock of fish”. He continued watching
the fish, becoming more and more acutely aware of the
great similarly between the fish’'s behavior and his mind.
The fish stayed for a little while in one spot, and then
abruptly moved elsewhere. So did his mind. It focused on
one thought for a little while, then moved to another
thought, and then again to another one, and so on and on,
restlessly and ceaselessly.

“My mind and thoughts behave exactly like these restless
fish,” he said to himself, “constantly jumping from one
subject to another, restlessly and aimlessly.” “When the
fish do not move, something that hardly happens, there
are no ripples and there is silence and peace in the water.
So is my mind. If my thoughts and mental movements
could stop, there would have been peace. The mental
activity takes away the peace, just as the movements of
the fish disturb the tranquility of the water.”

The young man became very fascinated by the way the
fish moved, by the movement of the water, and by the
silence in which the fish lived. His mind became so
absorbed in what he was observing that he lost awareness
of the passing time.

The next day, the young man returned to the teacher and
enthusiastically recounted his experiences and revelation:
“I understand why you have sent me to the river to watch
the fish. | have discovered that my thoughts behave exactly
like the fish. Both are restless, never standing still. If |
want to gain some inner peace, | need to learn to calm
down the incessant and never ending chatter of my mind.”

The teacher smiled and said, “You have certainly got it.
Thoughts, inner chatter, and external impressions coming
through the five senses distract the attention of the mind,
and put it in a state of continual movement. The constantly
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changing thoughts create ripples and waves in the mind,
just like the fish that move to and fro create ripples and
movement in the water.”

Fish stir the water and thoughts stir the mind.

Peace of mind is a treasure that everyone desires but
only few know how to gain it and even fewer really do
something to get it. Saint Benedict whom the church
remembers on 11, July knew that power because he took
the time to let it work within him. Even though he was
ambitious to succeed in life, one day he decided to leave
Rome, his family, and the world with its easy life. He
made the discovery that God is the only goal, the only
love, worth the price of complete self-giving.

Why did Holy Father Benedict XVI, then Cardinal
Ratzinger choose the name Benedict?

The day after his election, he explained himself in the
general audience. He was thinking of not one, but two
previous Benedicts. The second Benedict was Pope
(Benedict XV) during the troubled time of the First World
War and he was a voice of peace, a prophet who called for
reconciliation in a war-torn world.

The first was not even a Pope. In fact, he was just a
simple monk who desired nothing more than to live a quiet
life of prayer and work and lead others to do the same. In
the fifth century Monastic life was chaotic and unregulated
at that time, and so this young man gathered a group of
monks around him and formed a community, writing a
rule of life that was so practical that it became the pattern
for thousands of monks and monasteries all over the world.
These monks who followed this rule ultimately were the
ones who evangelized and educated Europe during the
“dark ages” and are still doing the work of evangelization
and education today.
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Pope Benedict XVI is appealing to St. Benedict to help the
present-day Church make Christ’'s teachings occupy
central position in the hearts of all Christians. The Pope
is well aware that to solve the enormous problems the
Church is facing today; he would need the tenacity and
gutsiness of Benedict XV and the charm and influence of
St. Benedict.

For all who are on a spiritual journey or starting out on a
search for meaning in their lives, there is a vast array of
competing belief systems, therapies, and guides available.
Above the noise and clamor of this busy world, a centuries-
old voice speaks words of invitation:

“Who is there with a love of true life and a longing for days of
real fulfillment? If you should hear that call and answer ‘I,’ this
is the answer that you will receive from God. . . .”

So begins the ancient Rule of St. Benedict, written fifteen
hundred years ago as a simple manual for monks living in
community together. Because of its gentle wisdom,
realism, and depth, the Rule has always stretched beyond
the walls of monasteries. Today, growing numbers of men
and women are discovering that it can teach them
something invaluable about themselves and how to live
meaningful lives. St. Benedict’'s disciples, both men and
women, can be found on every continent of the world,
leading lives dedicated to “Prayer and Work,” as the he
taught in his rule and by his life.

“My sheep listen to my voice; | know them, and they follow
me.” Says our Lord(John 10:27) The entire first line of the
Rule of St. Benedict is, “LISTEN carefully, my son, to your
master’s precepts, and incline the ear of your heart.” can
be summed up as an urgent invitation for a return to God.
Each of its elements: listening, the call, the promise of
true life, is an echo of the cry of Jesus to his
contemporaries. It is as a response to this cry that Benedict
asks us to seek through prayer, renunciation and a
conscious sharing in the sufferings of Christ, a share in
his kingdom.
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Amazingly, the Rule is as relevant today as it was hundreds
of years ago. It addresses today’'s major spiritual issues -
stewardship, relationships, authority, community, balance,
work, simplicity, prayer, and psychological development.

Isaiah declared unto God, “You will keep in perfect peace all
who trust in you, all whose thoughts are fixed on you” (Isaiah
26:3). The answer is simple. We need to keep our minds
focused upon God, trusting in Him. Let us continue to
pray with the psalmist “May my ways be firm in the
observance of your laws. (Ps118:5)

Obedience and prayer are the cornerstones of monastic-
religious- priestly life. May the Good Lord give us deeper
faith, strong obedience, a lively life of prayer and inner
peace, every day, as we fellowship with Him.
