Let us thank God for all that

the Diocese is experiencing today and for all the events

which will be celebrated at various times in the Jubilee

Year with two priorities: Spiritual Renewal and

Commitment to the Poor. It very well coincides that all

the diocesan priests will begin their annual retreat on

same day the diocese came into existence.

At end of this liturgical year, we will celebrate the Feast

of Christ the King, a feast on which we celebrate God’s

Kingdom – God’s Rule.  Jesus’ Kingdom is not about power,

or royal attendants, or all those things we think of when

thinking of kings.
