REPORT OF THE DIAMOND JUBILEE

CELEBRATIONS

His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI has declared this year as

the Year of Faith. ‘Know and Proclaim Jesus’ is the theme

put forth by the Tamilnadu Bishops’ Council and keeping

this in mind, the Diocese of Vellore has begun the journey

of Faith and invites the community to live, to grow and to

serve.

The Diocese of Vellore was born on 13th of November 1952

through the Apostolic Letter from Rome. The Diocese is

indebted to all the previous bishops of the Diocese, priests,

benefactors and the laity who have worked tirelessly for

the growth of the Diocese.  As the Diocese is in its 60th

year, the Diamond Jubilee was celebrated in a grand

manner on 7th and 8th of November 2012.  Most Rev. Dr.

Soundararaju Periyanayagam SDB, who is the sixth Bishop

of Vellore, headed the team, which made all the

arrangements for the celebration.
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The Preparations…

In commemoration of the Diamond Jubilee, a special prayer
of thanksgiving was prepared, and recited in all the
parishes during the last year. A conference was held on
27th of September 2012 to discuss the various issues
pertaining to the Diocese and the way forward. The
conference, which was headed by the bishop, was attended
by the priests of the Diocese and selected members of the
religious, pious associations, catechists, teachers and the
laity, totally 1000 people. Most Rev. Dr. Michael Augustine,
former Archbishop of Pondicherry – Cuddalore was the
chief guest.

The Celebration…

Welcome:

The Apostolic Nuncio to India, Most Rev. Dr. Salvatore
Pennacchio, was accorded a very warm welcome on 7th of
November in the morning by Rev. Fr. Daniel, the Vicar
Forane of Arakkonam Vicariate on behalf of all the priests,
pious associations and the laity. The reception was
accorded at ‘White Gate’ the entrance of Vellore Diocese.
Along the way, people stood on both sides of the road to
welcome him.

Later in the afternoon, there was a grand welcome
ceremony for the Apostolic Nuncio, in which he was
welcomed with garlands and shawls amidst ‘Nadaswarams’
in the customary style of Tamilnadu. Those who welcomed
him included the Rev. Msgr. M. Joe Lourdusamy, Vicar
General of the Diocese, Rev. Fr.

A. R. Antonysamy, the
Director of VSSS, Rev. Fr. A. Arockiasamy, Director of
Pastoral Centre, Rev. Fr.
