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Dear Fathers, Brothers and Sisters,

May the Lord be praised. May our Blessed Mother,

Vellankanni bless everyone, every family. I am sure that

she will shower upon all of us good health of mind and

body. “Blessed are you  for believing” is the crown put on

our Lady by the Church. This will move us to the same act

of believing.

I really kneel down in order to thank the Lord for the act

of believing that God called me seven years ago. He has

been guiding the entire Church of Vellore and I was called

to believe and proclaim with our Blessed Mother “ Behold

the handmaid of the Lord. Be it done to me according to

your will”.

Here I would like to share some of the thoughts inspired

me on the day of 7th Anniversary of my Episcopal

Ordination. A priest must first of all be a believer. Believe
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in the person who called and believe in the people to whom

we are sent. This belief must become the life and breath

of every Christian in general and every priest in particular.

This is what identifies his ‘being’ what he is.

A priest must be a person who could speak to the Lord. He

is one who could establish a conversation and relationship

with God. As we read in Genesis 3:8 ff. The Lord comes to

establish his relationship with our first parents. If we hide

from Him like Adam and Eve, our being becomes a sign of

death, rather than a sign of life. All our activities will

become futile without this relationship.

A priest, essentially becomes a bridge between God and

people. It is he, who brings God to this world and brings

people to God. Every celebration of sacraments essentially

achieves this union. Therefore, we become a sign of belief.

We are people from God and become a sign of hope for

people who are suffering, weak in believing. In the

disappoints of that they face, in the failures that they

experience, in the unfaithfulness that they suffer, faith

may be shaken. For them we become the light house. Like

our Blessed Mother, the faith of a priest opens up the door

to God. We become symbol of what Christ said ‘I am the

way and the life’. This promise finds fulfillment in our

priestly life.

If all these things are true, then our faith will be tested in

fire. The dark clouds will certainly lead us to unbelief and
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confusion. Our Mother and Jesus Christ were subjected

to such testing. The first disciples went through this path

of fire. We are no exception rather through fire our own

faithfulness will be tested & confirmed. Hence it is a must

and a privilege that a priest must shoulder the burden of

faith. The promise that we gave on our baptism, and the

promise that we gave on the day of our ordination are

certainly heavy and burdensome. But if we believe,  we

must carry it. This carrying will lead us to understand

our people and will give us the courage to accompany them

in their journey of faith.

Faith is never there automatically as Pope Benedict XVI

had said. We need to live it. We become priests who are

experts in speaking and listening. But this is possible only

when we are humble. Humility is that vitality which will

keep us faithful to our faith. ‘Behold the handmaid of the

Lord this declaration of act of humility brought the fullness

of grace, Jesus Christ,  in her womb. Every priest is called

to this. Pope Francis would assert that priesthood is not a

profession to be engaged in part time. Our service of

evangelization will bring God to our people.

In month of September, we will certainly celebrate the

feast of ‘Good Health’ remembering the Lady of Vellankanni.

We entrust ourselves, our Diocese, our priests, religious

and the faithful to her maternal care.
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Finally I would like to thank the Vicar General, Procurator,

Pastoral Center Director, the Directors of both Social

Service centers and the Manager of our Schools for

organizing such a wonderful day on 24 August. A special

word of thanks to Msgr. M. Joe Lourdusamy and his

assistants, the parish council and teachers of the Cathedral

parish for their love and hard work. A special word of thanks

to our priests, religious and people for their love and faith

in me. Certainly I do remember all our workers in the

bishop’s house. Above all I remember Fr. M. Rajan, my

secretary for his dedication and hard work.

May the Lord and the Blessed Mother continue to guide

and bless us.
