Individualism, the emphasis on the

self and personal needs, makes interpersonal relationships

more fragile, and it considers every bond to be changeable,

never definitive, evening the most important choices, such

as a person’s state of life.

We, the priests and consecrated men and women are

often surrounded and daunted by this process.
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Overwhelmed by the complexity of times, we forget our

attitude of listening to the human cry as well as the

spiritual significance of proclaiming the Gospel which even

in difficult contexts can reawaken the assent of the heart

by its nearness, love and witness.

Let us accept the invitation of our Holy Father and make

ourselves close to our people like Jesus, the Emmanuel,

God with us.
