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Dear Fathers, Brothers and Sisters,

It is also good, over again, to remember the invitation of

our Holy Father concerning the consecrated life and

societies of apostolic life. His very first invitation to

consecrated men and women is to witness to the Gospel

among peoples. I join the Holy Father in experiencing a

joyful note: “To all of you, consecrated men and women, I

express our gratitude for your dedication, to God, the ray

of divine beauty that enlightens the path of human

existence.”

sacredness of sacrifice and living for others. It is proved

in fragility of interpersonal relationships. This is the cancer

even in our family lives between parents, children and

relatives. These certainly influence the lives of

Consecrated men and women.

There is a growing sense of dissatisfaction and uncertainty

that comes with the pace and a consumeristic and

competitive way of life. It certainly so in consecrated life.

Our relationship with God and Jesus Christ is so fragile;

we are not able to be faithful to our consecration for a

long time. The emotional precariousness and instability

of relationships make every one doubt our brothers and

sisters and we are unable to sustain this faithfulness we

have promised.

This leads to another danger. We forget our attitude of
listening to the human cry as well as the spiritual
significance of proclaiming the Gospel. We become
insensitive to the pain and sufferings of others. We become
incapable of reaching out to others.
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We must not forget that we are called to labour and to the

joy of listening in the culture of our time so that we may

discern the seeds of the Word, the traces of God’s presence.

Hence, the duty to question ourselves about what it is

that God and people today are asking. Men and women

suffer from the loss of identity; they are immersed in

numerous identities that serve as marks and change

according to the occasion.

Holy Father warns the people of consecrated life that there

is lot of pain caused by a spiteful remark born of envy and

jealousy, anger and disappointment. There is a sense of

betrayal, violence and abandonment.

The feast of our lady of Lourdes will guide us in finding a

proper place with God and with people. The prayerful

meditation on the Immaculate Conception will certainly

lead us to Christ and find a proper solution to all these.

May our Mother bless us. Let us renew our dedication and

consecration so that we witness to the joy of the Gospel

among people.
