On Friday, 29 June2018we will be celebrating the

solemnity of Ss. Peter and Paul. It is also a great day to
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celebrate that precious event when our beloved archbishop

Most. Rev. Dr. A. M. Chinnappa SDB who celebrates his

silver jubilee of His ‘’Episcopal Ordination.’’ Our diocese

was the best objective of his love and holiness. He was

the sign and witness of God’s love for our people. He  served

our people and the diocese for about 11 years. He then

became the Archbishop of Madras – Mylapore. On his

retirement he has the courage to begin a religious

congregation ‘‘Reign of God.’’ we are grateful to him. We

pray for special blessings on his congregation. On 29June,

we will have the felicitation and Holy Eucharist. Let us

offer our prayerful accompaniment.

The feast of Sacred Heart will continue to animateus.

Jesus Christ is the face of the Father’s mercy. These words

might well sum up the mystery of the Christian faith. Mercy

has become living and visible in Jesus of Nazareth,

reaching its culmination in him. The Father, “rich in

mercy” (Eph2:4), after having revealed his name to Moses

as “a God merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and

abounding in steadfast love and faithfulness” (Ex34:6), has

never ceased to show, in various ways throughout history,

his divine nature. In the “fullness of time” (Gal4:4), when

everything had been arranged according to his plan of

salvation, he sent his only Son in to the world, born of the

Virgin Mary, to reveal his love for us in a definitive way

Whoever sees Jesus sees the Father (cf.Jn14:9). Jesus of

Nazareth, by his words, his actions, and his entire person,

reveals the mercy of God. At times we are called to gaze

even more attentively on mercy so that we may become a

more effective sign of the Father’s action in our lives. This
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Liturgical feast day recalls God’s action from the very

Beginning of the history of mankind. After the sin of Adam

and Eve, God did not wish to leave humanity alone

in the throes of evil. And so he turned his gaze to

Mary, holy and immaculate in love (cf Eph1:4),

choosing her to be the Mother of man’s Redeemer.

When faced with the gravity of sin, God responds

with the fullness of mercy. Mercy will always be

greater than any sin, and no one can place limits on

the love of God who is ever ready to forgive.

We recall the poignant words of Saint John XXIII

when, opening the Council, he indicated the path to

follow; “Now the Bride of Christ wishes to use the

medicine of mercy rather than taking up arms of

severity… The Catholic Church, as she holds high

the torch of Catholic truth at this Ecumenical Council,

wants to show herself a loving mother to all; patient,

kind, moved by compassion and goodness towards

her separated children.” Blessed Paul VI spoke in a

similar vein at the closing of the Council: “We prefer

to point out how charity has been the principal

religious feature of this Council… the old story of

the Good Samaritan has been the model of the

spirituality of the Council… a wave of affection and

admiration flowed from the Council over the modern

world of humanity Errors were condemned, indeed,

because charity demanded this no less than did

truth, but for individuals themselves there was only

admonition, respect and love. Instead of depressing

diagnoses, encouraging remedies; instead of dire
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predictions, messages of trust issued from the

Council to the present-day world. The modern world’s

values were not only respected but honored, its

efforts approved, its aspirations purified and

blessed... Another point we must stress is this: all

this rich teaching is channeled in one direction, the

service of mankind, of every condition, in every

weakness and need.”

“For his mercy endures forever.” This is the refrain

that respects after each verse in Psalm 136 as it

narrates the history of God’s revelation. By virtue of

mercy, all the events of the Old Testament are replete

with profound salvific import. Mercy renders God’s

history with Israel a history of salvation. To repeat

continually “for his mercy endures forever.” As the

Psalm does, seems to break through the dimensions

of space and time, inserting everything into the

eternal mystery of love. It is as if to say that not only

in history, but for all eternity, man will always be

under the merciful gaze of the Father. It is no accident

that the people of the Israel wanted to include this

psalm – the ‘‘great Hallel,’’ as it is called - in its most

important liturgical feast days.

Before His passion, Jesus prayed with this psalm of

mercy. Mathew attests to this in his Gospel when he

says that ‘‘when they had sung a hymn’’ (26:30),

Jesus and his disciples went out to the Mount of

Olives. While he was instituting the Eucharist as an

Everlasting memorial of himself and his paschal
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sacrifice, he symbolically placed this supreme act of

revelation in the light of his mercy. Within the very

same context of mercy, Jesus entered upon his

passion and death, conscious of the great mystery

of love that he would consummate on the Cross.

Knowing that Jesus himself prayed this psalm makes

it even more important for us as Christians,

challenging us to take up the refrain in our daily

lives by praying these words of praise: “for his mercy

endures forever.”

With our eyes fixed on Jesus and his merciful gaze,

we experience the love of the Most Holy Trinity. The

mission Jesus received from the Father was that of

revealing the mystery of divine love in its fullness.

‘‘God is love’’ (I Jn 4: 8,16), John Affirms for the first

and only time in all of Holy Scripture. This love has

now been made visible and tangible in Jesus’ entire

life. His person is nothing but love, a love given

gratuitously. The relationships he forms with the

people who approach him manifest something

entirely unique and unrepeatable. The signs he

works, especially in favor of sinners, the poor, the

marginalized, the sick and the suffering are all meant

to teach mercy. Everything in him speaks of mercy.

Nothing in him is devoid of compassion.

Before completing, let us pray for the people of

Tuticorian. They have sacrificed their precious lives

in order that the future generation may live in peace

and free from murderous deceases. May the sacrifice
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of these people bring the peace and healing of Sacred

Heart of Jesus. May leaders who are supposed to

be the protectors of the lives of its citizens realize

their responsibilities and their duties. May the Sacred

Heart of Jesus and the Immaculate Heart of Mary

shower their love and mercy upon us.

Let us pray for each other
