3. In modification of the Standard Operating Procedures issued for Chris-
tian Religious Places in the reference first cited, the Government hereby permit
theeucharist / holy communion with the condition that eucharist should be offered
to the devotees only in individual cups.

Dear Fathers, Brothers and Sisters

You might have received this Circular on 28-11-2020.
Hence I am sending you once again this Circular. Greetings
to you all. Hope and pray that all are keeping good. As you
know we have lost one of our beloved priests Rev. Fr.
R. Susai Regis, parish priest of Maruthuvambadi parish
and we have had a wonderful funeral mass with his photo
in the Cathedral. Let us continue to pray for him. Also
kindly keep in your prayers Mr. S. Royappan, father of
Rev. Fr. R. Anthony raj, PP of Mekkalur and Mrs. I. Arockia
Mary, sister-in-law of Rev. Fr. S.A.S. Clement Rosario,
Manager of R.C.M. Schools who passed away on 24 of this
month. Another shocking news is that Rev. Fr.
S. Malayappan, PP of Sathuvachary was brutally attacked
and his room was ransacked on 23 of this month. Police
investigation is going on. The culprits are not yet identified.
Now Fr. Malayappan after treatment is getting better.
Kindly continue to pray for him. At this juncture I would
like to remind all our priests and religious once again to
take care of yourself and not to get sick. Let us pray for
each other.

There are couple of important things to inform you at this
pandemic situation. The council meeting was held on
11.11.2020 and the following points were discussed and
decided.

1. The Priests’ Annual Retreat is left to the individual
priest to make on their own (personal) which is mandatory.

2. The CRI Christmas celebration will take place in the
Vicariate level. The Vicars Forane in collaboration with
the Vicariate CRI coordinator will fix up a convenient date
and arrange for a meeting. All the Heads & Superiors of
religious communities are asked to participate in this
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meeting. The number of participants is left to the discretion
of each individual Vicariate.

3. Usually during the CRI Christmas celebration the
religious communities share their Christmas joy with the
diocese by giving some sarees, dhothis, towels and gifts
which are useful to the poor people in rural parishes. This
year since the diocese is facing the financial crunch
instead of giving clothes and materials the religious
communities and institutions are asked to contribute a
descent amount of money that will be very helpful to the
diocese at this juncture. Regarding this I will contact the
provincials of each congregation. The superiors of each
community too can talk to their provincials and do the same.

4. Since the priests were not able to come together for the
past 8 months during this lockdown period it will be good
that for Christmas celebration the priests can come
together for half a day that comprises one talk, adoration
& confession followed by Christmas celebration. The date
for our Christmas celebration will be Friday, 18 Dec. 2020.
at Sangamam Hall. All our priests are encouraged to come
for this Christmas get-together with safety measures. If
anyone feels discomfort of Covid -19 is left free.
