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Dear Fathers, Brothers and Sisters

This year month of March reminds us two different events:
1. the joyful event of the feast of St. Joseph on 19; 2. the
sad event of the first year death anniversary of our beloved
late bishop Most Rev. Dr. P. Soundararaju, SDB., on 21.

Pope Pius IX proclaimed Saint Joseph as the patron and
protector of the Universal Church in 1870. Having died in the
“arms of Jesus and Mary” according to Catholic tradition, he is
considered the model of the pious believer who receives grace
at the moment of death, in other words, the patron of a happy
death.

Saint Joseph is the patron saint of a number of cities, regions
and countries, among them the Americas, Austria, Belgium,
Canada, China, Croatia, Indonesia, Mexico, Korea, Peru, the
Philippines, Vietnam, and India as well as of families, fathers,
expectant mothers (pregnant women), explorers, pilgrims,
religious, travelers, immigrants, house sellers and buyers,
craftsmen, engineers, and working people in general. St. Joseph
is known for three important virtues: 1. Man of God Fearing;

2. Man of righteousness; 3. Man of action.

1. Man of God fearing: “to fear the Lord is the beginning
of wisdom” All those who fear the Lord will reap the
following fruits: they will enjoy Lord’s glory and exultation;
gladness and crown of rejoicing; their hearts will be
delighted; they will have long life and have happy end and
blessed death; they will have peace and perfect health; their
house will be filled with desirable goods (Sir 1:11-20)
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St. Joseph had fear of God and that’s why he was able to
obey the word of God to accept Mary who was conceived by
the power of the Holy Spirit as his wife and ready to foster
Jesus as his son. This is possible only by fear of God and
not by any human power. That fear of God made him to be

the crown of rejoicing and gladness in the Catholic Church.

2. Man of righteousness: righteousness means be a just
and faithful human being. The book of Proverbs say, “accept
my words, that the years of your life may be many. I have
taught you the way of wisdom; I have led you in the paths
of uprightness. When you walk, your step will not be
hampered; and if you run you will not stumble. Keep hold
of instruction; do not let go; .... Do not enter the path of
the wicked, and do not walk in the way of evildoers. Avoid
it; do not go on it; turn away from it and pass on. For they
cannot sleep unless they have done wrong,.... For they
eat the bread of wickedness and drink the wine of violence.
But the path of the righteous is like the light of dawn,
which shines brighter and brighter until full day (Prov
4:10-18)

St. Joseph was a man of fidelity that led him to be faithful
to God’s words and his family with Mary and Jesus. Since
he was a man of just he didn’t want to expose Mary who
was found to be with child from the Holy Spirit to public
disgrace (Mt 1:18, 19)
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3. Man of action: it means to be a man of hard working
and not a lazy one who is a burden for himself and to the
society. “go to the ant, you lazybones; consider its ways,
and be wise. Without having any chief or officer or ruler,
it prepares its food in summer, and gathers its sustenance
in harvest. How long will you lie there, O lazybones? When
will you rise from your sleep? A little sleep, a little slumber,
a little folding of the hands to rest, and poverty will come
upon you like a robber, and want, like an armed warrior”
(Prov 6:6-11)

St. Joseph as a carpenter was known for his hardworking
and worked for the sustenance of his family. He brought
up his son Jesus as a son of carpenter “Is not this the

carpenter’s son? (Mt 13:55)

Following the footsteps of St. Joseph let us in this season
of Lent follow his life and aforesaid three virtues. Let us
fear the Lord so that we may gain the wisdom to discern
what is good and evil and bring gladness and crown of
rejoicing by doing good to others; let us be faithful in our
call and mission and do justice to others; let us be active
in our ministry and try to reach out the unreachable poor,

marginalized and downtrodden.

In our diocese there are 6 parishes having St. Joseph as
their patron saint namely 1. C. Nammiandal, 2. Koviloor,
3. Mosavadi, 4. Narasingapuram, 5. Sathuvacharry,
6. Shenpakkam and lot more religious institutions. Let us

keep these parishes and religious institutions in our
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prayers and if possible visit these parishes as pilgrimage
in this year of St. Joseph. We wish all these parish priests

and the parishioners all Gods’ blessings.

As we are going to commemorate the first year death
anniversary of our beloved late bishop Most Rev. Dr.
P. Soundararaju, SDB., let us remember him in our daily
prayers and pray for the repose of his soul. He was a good
pastor, charismatic leader, promising educator, and known
for his friendly nature and brotherly care and concern.
Let him enjoy the heavenly bliss and intercede for our

diocese.

This year we are going to have the diocesan Way of the
Cross on 5% Sunday 21 March at Madha Hill, Chetpet at
2:30 pm. I ask all the parish priests and religious not to
have any other program in your respective parishes /
institutions and bring all your parishioners and people for
this diocesan event. I appreciate your kind cooperation. It
is also the actual day of the death of our Bishop. Let us
come together as one flock to offer the way of the Cross

and the mass for the repose of his soul.

On Wednesday, 31 of this month we are going to have
Chrism Mass in our Assumption Cathedral. This is the
day of priesthood, the day that all our priests are going to
renew their priestly promise. Let us pray for all our priests
so that they will be faithful to their consecrated life and
serve the Lord and the people with full of dedication and

commitment.

NOTE TO BISHOPS AND EPISCOPAL CONFERENCES
ON THE CELEBRATION OF HOLY WEEK 2021

The intention of this Note is to offer some simple
guidelines in order to aid Bishops in their task of judging
concrete situations and providing for the spiritual
welfare of pastors and faithful in living this Great Week

of the liturgical year.

We are still facing the drama of the COVID-19 pandemic
which has brought many changes, even to our normal
way of celebrating the liturgy. The norms and directives
contained in the liturgical books, drawn up with normal
times in view, are not entirely applicable in exceptional
moments of crisis such as these. For this reason, the
Bishop as moderator of the liturgical life of his Church,
is called upon to make prudent decisions in order that
the liturgy can be celebrated fruitfully for the People of
God and for the good of the souls entrusted to his care,
while respecting the safeguarding of health and what
has been prescribed by the authorities responsible for

the common good.

Once again we remind Bishops of the Decree issued by

this Dicastery by mandate of the Holy Father on 25

vty
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March2020 (Prot. N. 154/20) in which some guidelines
were offered for the celebration of Holy Week.That
statement is also valid this year.We therefore invite you
to re-read it in view of the decisions that Bishops will
have to make about the upcoming Easter celebrations
in the particular situation of their country. Many
countries still have strict lockdown conditions in force
rendering it impossible for the faithful to be present in
church, while in others a more normal pattern of worship

is being resumed.

- The use of social media has greatly aided pastors
in offering support and closeness to their
communities during the pandemic. Alongside these
positive results problematic aspects were also
observed. For the celebration of Holy Week it is
suggested that media coverage of the celebrations
presided over by the Bishop be facilitated and
favoured, encouraging the faithful who are unable
to attend their own church to follow the diocesesan

celebrations as a sign of unity.

- In all celebrations, in conjunction with the
Episcopal Conference, attention should be paid to
some particular moments and gestures, in
accordance with healthcare requirements(cf.
Letter of the Cardinal Prefect to the Presidents of the
Episcopal ConferencesLet us return to the Eucharist
with joy!, 15 August2020, Prot. N. 432/20).
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- The Chrism Mass can be moved to another more
suitable day, if necessary; a significant
representation of pastors, ministers and faithful

should participate.

- For the celebration of Palm Sunday, Holy Thursday,
Good Friday and the Easter Vigil the indications

given last year are valid.

- The preparation of suitable aids for family and
personal prayer is encouraged, also by making use

of some parts of the Liturgy of the Hours.

The Congregation sincerely thanks Bishops and
Episcopal Conferences for responding in a pastoral
manner to a rapidly changing situation over the course
of the year. We are aware that the decisions taken have
not always been easy for pastors or the lay faithful to
accept.However, we know that they were taken with a
view to ensuring that the sacred mysteries be celebrated
in the most effective way possible for our communities,

while respecting the common good and public health.
