COLLEGE SEMINARIANS’ RETREAT

“Vocations are born in prayer and from prayer; and only in
prayer can they persevere and bear fruit” — Pope Francis

The retreat was conducted for the college seminarians and regent
on 19 & 20 .08.2022 in the Bishop's House, Vellore after two and half
years gap due to COVID - 19 pandemic. The theme of the retreat
was Vocation to the Priesthood: A Supernatural Calling. This

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retreat was mainly inaugurated and presided over by Very Rev. Msgr.
I. John Robert, the Diocesan Administrator, Vellore. Three preachers
namely Rev. Fr. M. Abraham, Rev. Fr. J. Jayaprakasam and Rev.
Fr. A. Chinnasamy preached retreat to the Seminarians.

The Content of the Theme

Vocation in general is simply a call from God to a particular state of
life. For example marriage is a call from God to form a family, so
also other vocations such as doctor, teacher etc. Everyone has a
duty to discern and fulfill this vocation. Priesthood is also a vocation,
but one infinitely superior to all other vocations because it is
supernatural. God wants to bless humanity with his abundant graces
and for that He has chosen priests to be special instrument for this
task. Without priesthood no sacrament will be celebrated that is vital
for the salvation of humanity. That is why priesthood is very significan
to be discerned with utmost importance.

Day 1 (19.08.2022) : On the first day the brothers were taught and
practiced ‘Mantra Guided Meditation’ to have closer relationship with
God during morning prayer and meditation by Rev. Fr. A. Kulandai
yesu. Rev.Fr. Chinnasamy in his sharing explained “discerning a
vocation is a key step in everyone’s life.” Rev. Fr. Jayaprakasam
connected the theology of creation with God's call based on the
Scripture. Rev. Fr. Abraham shared about the inner meaning of
priesthood in the day today event of our lives. In the evening, the
seminarians had prayerful time to express themselves to God during
Holy Hour. After dinner the seminarians recited rosary and went to
bed in a very prayerful manner.

Day 2 (19.08.2022): On the second day the brothers were taught
another guided meditation ‘for positive energy, relaxation and inner
peace’ by Rev. Fr. A. Kulandai yesu. Rev.Fr. Chinnasamy gave talk
on “on going formation of the seminarians” with special reference to
1 Timothy 4:14-16; Revelation 21:5. Rev. Fr. Jayaprakasam shared
about the call narrative of prophets and their response to God's call.
Rev. Fr. Abraham expressed the ‘psychological aspect of formation’
to the priesthood.
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Holy Mass : At the end of the second day of retreat, Very Rev. Msgr.
I. John Robert the Diocesan Administrator presided over the Thanks
Giving Eucharistic Celebration along with very Rev. Fr. Jayaprakasam
and Fr. A. Kulandai Yesu. In his sharing Very Rev. Msgr. |. John Robert
expressed the real meaning of discipleship in and through Mother
Mary.
