B.A.,B.Ed., M.A., M.Ed.,)
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2. A Candidate should be working in our Management schools as
a consolidated pay Teacher.

3. ACandidate should have registered His /Her name in our manger
office.

4.  Seniority lists is followed.

5. A Candidate should be in co-operation with the Management /
Parish Priests/Correspondents/ Headmasters.

6. Candidate’s Economic conditions are also considered for the
selection.

7. After the selection and appointment of the candidate proper
information of the appointment of the candidate will be informed
to the correspondent.

GUIDELINES FOR SELECTION / PROMOTION OF THE
TEACHERS

1. According to the seniority lists consent of the teachers are
asked.

2. Written exam is conducted for those who are called for the
interview.

3.  As perthe applications received for promotions and transfers,
the possibilities are discussed and considered in the Diocesan
Education committee.

4.  For the selection of the promotion and transfers, the possible
candidates are called for the interview by the Manager of the
RCM Schools.

5.  As per the marks scored by Him /Her a candidate is selected
and appointed in the interview.

6. The members of the selection Board are :

1.  Bishop/Vicar General 2.Procurator 3.Manager 4.Teacher’s
association president.
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7.  Letter from the Parish Priest is asked to be submitted during
the interview.

RULES AND GUIDELINES FOR ADMINISTRATION
OF EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS AND PERSONNEL
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF
CORRESPONDENTS AND HEADMASTERS OF
EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

CORRESPONDENTS

Appointment

1.  The Correspondents of all the Educational institutions viz.
academic, technical, collegiate, industrial, vocational and
professional are appointed by the Bishop of Vellore in his
capacity as the Bishop of Vellore as well as the President of
the Diocese of Vellore Society and the Manager of RCM Schools
issues the appointment Orders.

2. Theymay be transferred or removed from the post by the Bishop
of Vellore in his capacity as the President of the Society, taking
into consideration the needs of the institutions.
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Powers

The Correspondents will not have power to appoint any teaching
or non-teaching staff in permanent vacancies. They will admit/
accept/allow to join only the candidates appointed by Bishop,
the President/ Manager.

The Competent authority to appoint staff in permanent vacancies
or to transfer or promote any teaching or non- teaching staff
will be the Manager of RCM Schools as per direction of the
Bishop of Vellore.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF CORRESPONDENTS

1.

The Correspondents are responsible for the day-to-day
administration of the school in close collaboration with the
Headmasters. They shall maintain, develop and supervise the
schools efficiently and effectively.

They will attend the day-to-day correspondence relating to the
normal function of the schools under their control.

The Correspondents shall properly execute all the policies,
Orders, directives, guidelines and suggestions made by the
Manager and the President of Diocesan Education committee
especially with regard to admission of students, appointments
and transfers of staff, relieving the staff, initiation of disciplinary
action against erring staff and the collection of fees.

In the High and Hr.Sec Schools they will supervise the
admission of students where a lay person is the Headmaster.
In the case of Priest-Headmasters, the headmaster will be
solely responsible for admission.

As Correspondents, they must cultivate grace, sympathy,
fatherly love and justice tempered with a sense of firmness in
his administration.

They shall see that Christian doctrine is given utmost
importance and is taught to catholic children with great care.

He will periodically visit the schools and see to their efficient
functioning.

He is responsible for the assets and liabilities of all educational
institutions under his care. He will maintain proper accounts in
respect of each educational institution under control as per the
rules of Diocese and shall be responsible for the finance of the
institution.

He shall report immediately to the Secretary / Manager (DEC)
of vacancies arising out of death, and resignation or dismissal
of the staff and of new posts sanctioned for talking necessary
steps to fill up. In case of retirement, information should be
given before 3 months.

He should send to Manager (DEC) the students strength
particulars of each year without fail.

He will initiate disciplinary action against erring teaching and
non-teaching staff as per the instruction of Manager (DEC)
and as mentioned, under section “disciplinary Action” A report
in this regard to be sent to Manager to take follow up action.

Any failure on the part of the correspondents to comply with
the above rules, regarding appointment in permanent
vacancies, transfers, promotions of staff, disciplinary action
or any other matters, will attract sanctions by President /
Bishop.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF HEADMASTERS

1.

Headmasters are appointed by the Bishop of Vellore in his
capacity as the Bishop of Vellore and President of Diocese of
Vellore Society. The Manager will issue the orders.

The internal administration of the school and co-ordination
relating to academic matters fully rests with the Headmaster.

He is responsible to maintain all records related to the school.

He is generally responsible for admission of students. However
in High and Hr.Sec Schools, admission will be done by the
Headmaster in the case of Priest- Headmaster and in the case
of lay headmaster admission will be done by him under
supervision and guidance of the correspondent.

He is responsible for promotion of pupils and the academic
erformance of the pupils.

He must see that regularity, punctuality, discipline, standard of
education, cleanliness in and around the Educational institution
are properly maintained.

No extra or excess collection of money must be a made without
the express permission of Manager (DEC)

The Headmaster of an Educational Institution must be a leading
teacher who should set good example in teaching.

As he is answerable to the correspondent, the Headmaster
must brief the correspondent of the various happenings in the
Educational Institutions and provide him with particulars then
and there.

Soon after the visits of Government Departmental Officers or
VIPs he must report the event to the correspondent and show
him the remarks and observations recorded by the visitors.

All communications from Government Department, G.Os and
Director’s Proceeding addressed to him must be brought to
the notice of the correspondent without any loss of time.

He should also plan and prepare celebrations of all kinds of
feasts, National, Religious and of the respective Education
Instruction in consultation with the correspondent.

He shall be responsible for the collection of special fees as
stipulated by the Educational Department.

He should maintain good relationship with the staff, students
and the public.

He should claim all kinds of scholarships and other Educational
aids from Government and voluntary agencies and maintain
proper accounts.
