Dear Fathers, Brothers and Sisters

5t. Thomas the Apostle whose feast we celebrate on 2 July is always
depicted a5 "Doubting Thomas" This is peripheral way of saying,
because the Apostle had said he would not believe unless he put his
finger in them () But if we go beyond peripheral level and go deep
into his statement we may find out a truth which is more fitting and
meaningful. To substantiate this | would like to cull cut scme points
from Pope Francis where he says in his message about St Thomas
‘Touching the Wounds of Jesus' He said that the Feast of St
Thomas the Apaostle enabled him to return to a concept dear to him

Placing our hands in the flesh of Jesus. He continued saying by
referring to the readings (Eph 2:19-22; Un20:24-29)

“When Jesus made himself visible after the Resurrection” Some
rejoiced, others were filled with doubt Thomas, to whom the Lord
only showed himself eight days after he had shown himseif to the
others, was even incredulous. “The Lord’”, the Pope said, “knows
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when and how to do things” He granfed Thomas eight days; and he
wanted the wounds still to be visible on his body, although they were
“clean, very beautiful filled with hight”, because the Apostle had said
he would not befieve unfess he put his finger in them. “He was
stubbom! But the Lord’, the Pope remarked, “wanted a pig-headed
man in order to explain something greater. Thomas placed his fingers
in the Lord’s wounds. But he did not say: “it's frue, the Lord is risen”
He went further; he said: “My Lord and my God”. Starting with his
disbehef the Lord led him to profess not only his belief in the
Resurrection, but above all, his belief in the divinity of the Lord.

After explaining the scriptural episode of St. Thomas the Pope came
to the practical application of the episode: He asked

*How can | find the wounds of Jesus tcday? | cannot see them as
Thomas saw them. | find them in doing works of mercy, in giving fo
the body — to the body and to the soul, but | stress the body — of
your injured brethren, for they are hungry, thirsty. naked humiliated,
slaves, in prison, in haspital These are the wounds of Jesus in our
day”.

Mere philanthropic actions do not suffice, the Pope added. “We must
touch the wounds of Jesus, caress them. We must heal the wounds
of Jesis with tendermess. We must literally kiss the wounds of Jesus™
The life of St Francis, he said, changed when he embraced the leper
because “he touched the living God and lived in adoration” “What
Jesus asks us to do with our works of mercy’, the Pope concluded,
‘“is what Thomas asked: to enter his wounds”.

The Pope adds “We must come out of ourselves, we must take
hu_man routes if we are fo discover that Jesus wounds are still visible
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today on the bodies of all our brothers and sisters who are in the
margin By touching and caressing these wounds “we can adore God
alive in our midst”

MNow Pope Francis comes to the second face of the whole episode
of St Thomas, the Apostle saying that the Lord doesn't expect us to
be “perfect Christians,” instead Jesus wants us “to seek him, to call
an him, or even, like Thomas, to protest bringing him our needs and
our unbelief " He gives time to St. Thomas even after eight days to
seek him and touch his wounds and clear his doubts. The Pope
continues that we should not be ashamed of our doubts because it
Is part and parcel of our faith life that we are imperfect beings full of
weakness. The pope even comes with strong terms against an
attitude of rightecusness and self-assurance.

Finally he says, ‘Jesus does not give up, he does nof get tired of us,
he is not afraid of our crises, our weaknesses. He always comes
back: When the doors are closed he comes back, when we are in
doubt, he comes back, when, like Thomas, we need to encounter
him and to touch him up close, he comes back. ™ the pope said.

‘Jesus always comes back he always knocks an the door, and he
does nof come back with powerful signs that would make us feel
small and inadeguate, even ashamed, but with his wounds; he comes
back showing us his wounds, signs of s love that has espoused
our fraities,”
